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A Theoretical Study on the Determining
Factors of International Cooperation Success

and Failure

This study is about international cooperation, The main
contents of this study are assessments and evaluations of
theories on interstate cooperation in each of the major
research paradigms in international relations, And based on
this analysis, this study briefly discusses policy implications
for the current state of affairs in Northeast Asia and the
Korean peninsula, The main reason for this study is because
more than ever, the peace and stability of the international
community as well as the fate of South Korea is increasingly
becoming likely to be determined by the outcome of international
cooperation, given the rapidly changing international environment
and the state of affairs on the Korean peninsula including the

North Korean nuclear problem,

Within this context, the most important purpose of this study
is to revisit and reorganize various theories on international
cooperation to provide an albeit limited but nevertheless valuable
theoretical foundation for officials and experts working on

policies in countries that urgently need international cooperation,
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In particular, this study was conducted with the prospect of
cooperation between countries in East Asia surrounding the
Korean peninsula especially in mind, This study began with
the hope that the environments and threats that endanger our
land and our people can be overcome, as well as the hope that
the peace process can operate sustainably and a stable
security environment can be provided, preferably through
mutual understanding and cooperation between great powers

in the region,

The main contents and arguments of this study conducted
to achieve these goals are the following, introduced in the
order of chapters, First, Chapter 2 demonstrates that great
power politics is the most important and realistic character of
the international system, In particular, how great powers
interact with other states based on their strategic thinking,
and how this affects the strategic environment of relatively
weaker states in the process are discussed, In addition, the
chapter also explains, from a historical perspective, how great
powers have repeated cooperation and conflict through
hegemony and the balance of power ever since the beginning

of international politics among modern states,

Chapter 3 outlines broader theoretical perspectives on
international cooperation, in other words, the basic assumptions

and claims proposed by the three most popular paradigms in

Abstract
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international relations, This is because the various theories on
international cooperation tend to all be philosophically based on
the realist, liberalist, and constructivist research paradigms, In
particular, this chapter classifies the standardized forms of
international cooperation in each paradigm into the following
categories:. alliances, hegemonic stability, collective security,
international institutions, interdependence, and epistemic
communities, Through this analysis, chapter 3 seeks to illustrate
how the different conceptions of international cooperation in

each paradigm function in the real world,

Chapter 4 presents a more detailed analysis of theories on
international cooperation based on the broader frameworks of
history and research paradigms outlined in chapters 2 and 3,
First, the main determinants of international cooperation
success and failure are distinguished based on the various
different types of international cooperation categorized in the
previous chapters, and the main theoretical debates surrounding
these factors are introduced, In particular, debates on the
possibility of international cooperation, debates regarding
methods to achieve such cooperation, and the debate on the
characteristics of actors in international politics related to
whether they cooperate or not are explained through various
theories, Through an assessment of these debates, this study
concludes that the nature of interests involved, preferences

of the state and anticipated rewards, the nature of the

cooperation game, and the increasing role of middle powers

are either important or becoming crucial determining factors,

Chapter 5 brings the theoretical discussion into the real
world and discusses its actual implications on international
cooperation, In other words, the chapter explores the areas
and issues in which actual cooperation between international
actors is highlighted when the theories are applied, and
attempts to distinguish the factors that are essential to ensuring
that cooperation is sustainable, In particular, this chapter
emphasizes that maintaining cooperation is as an important
policy objective as its initiation, and argues that the following
five conditions are crucial; (D a stable international system,
@ the spread of democracy and increased interdependence,
@ the creation of a collective international identity and the
strengthening of enforcement by international organizations,
@ agreements on state objectives and coalitions of strategies,
and ® the verification of the effects of long—term cooperation

through the strengthening of international regimes,

By combining the historical and theoretical approaches
discussed in previous chapters in addition to the policy—
related realities discussed in chapter 5, chapter 6 briefly
highlights implications for peace and cooperation in East Asia
and the Korean peninsula, First, the chapter assesses that

while the need for international cooperation in East Asia and

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the Korean peninsula is rapidly increasing, the likelihood of
multilateral and institutional cooperation observed in areas
such as Western Europe remains low due to competition among
great powers when the history, current state of affairs, and
relationships between the great powers are considered,
Moreover, chapter 6 claims that the outcome of the strategic
competition between the U,S, and China and the North Korean
nuclear problem are pivotal factors that will determine
multilateral cooperation, 4 strategic directions that South
Korea may consider in order to promote the Korean Peninsula
Peace Process are proposed based on existing theories on

international cooperation analyzed in previous chapters,

First, this study claims that as a diplomatic grand strategy
to ensure the promotion and success of the Korean Peninsula
Peace Process, South Korea needs to more proactively and
strategically participate in the liberal international order led
by the U.S, and strengthen its strategic coalition with the
U.S. Second, the study claims that there is also a need to
reevaluate the effectiveness of routinely balancing between
the U.S. and China, and that reducing interdependence with
China may prove effective in strengthening South Korea's
ability to promote the peace process with greater initiative,
Third, South Korea needs to tailor its middle power diplomacy
strategy so that it increases the need for both the U S, and

China to cooperate with Seoul, given the zero—sum type

relationship continuing between the two great powers, Lastly,
the study argues that as the strategic game with North Korea
is assessed and played, analyses closely related to reality that
comprehensively includes historical lessons, the level of trust
of the other side, and perceptions regarding preferences and

rewards must be reflected in the crafting of policies,
