A STUDY OF THE "IDEA OF JUCHE" IN NORTH KOREA (resume)

(1) Environmental situation for the emergence of '"juche'.

It was on December 28, 1955 that Kim Il-song, the General-
secretary of the Workers' Party of Korea (WPK) and the North
Korean President (Jusok), for the first time raised officially
the question of establishing "juche!" (autonomy or self-identity)
in the party. Based on "juche" he declared the "independent
party line to the outéide world in the editorial of the Rodong
Sinmum, the party organ, of August 12, 1966. When he mentioned
"juche" for the first time, it was nothing but an unripe self-
consciousness or a fragmental thought for political tactics.

As time passed by, it was more theorized and sustantially enri-
ched in gradual proeess, finally assuming the form of the
"monolithic ideological system of the party".

Originally, Kim Il-song took up the question of "juche!
as an ideological weapon to protect and consolidate his leader-
ship of the party against "factionalists'. The domestic neces-
sities for emphasizing "juche" was inseparably connected with
drastically changing international communist movement. It was
with such background as Stalin's death in 1953, as an epoch-

making political thaw in the Soviet Union, as Khrushchev's
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de-Stalinization drive in the international communist movement,

and as the Sino-Soviet ideological conflict since 1956 that
thc question of "juche' emerged in North Korea. In thc eventful
years fbllowing the denth of Stalin, intense power struggles
were developing among factions within the WEK.

| With the déath of Stalin the intcernational communist move-
ment changed from monolithism to polycentrism in its orgoniza-
tional featurc. Respective communist countries dared to try
adependent interpretations and applications of Marxism-Leninism
ciffcerent from the stantpoint of the Soviet Union. As a result,
a unificd, <ffectively controlled communist movement of the
world with a singlc¢ center and a centralized organization was
ébout to break in pieces, and this was gradually replaced by
national communist movements which have their own centers and
peculiar national interests. In many countries comnunist
leaders who were in power hoped to be looked on as national
leaders of their own countries, while officially committing
themselves to the proletarian internationalism. They respecti-
vely put emphasis on their special national culture, peculiar
conditions of history and diffcrent devélopmental stage, etc.
so that they can enjoy the support of their own people above

all elsec.
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As thc¢ sino-Soviet dispute was deteriorating, most of the
communist parties of the world, fishing in troubled waters,
could find limitted fields for autonomous activities unless

they were oecupied by foreign troops. Thus, Belgrade, Buchrest,
Hanei or Havana, claiming each onc's scparate, independent path,
struggled for attaining the position of national center of its
own communist movement. In the aftermath of disintegrating
internationalism of Mrxist-Leninist camp, Kim Il-song was also
pursuing his own ideological autonomy and "creative" pelicy.

The process of astablishing "juche'" in North Korea was the

process of disintegration of the monolithic world communism.,

(2) GSchema of Kim Il-song's "idea of juche",

Since his declaration of independent party line, Kim
Il-song has elaborated Lhe theory of "juche" a posteriori.
He continued to stress on the '"revolutionary spirit of self-
reliance" as the idelogical foundation of the independent party
line. From this spirit his party £heoreticians worked out
four principles----"juche in ideology", "independence in pol-
itics", self-sustenancc in cconomy" and "selfdefence in national
defence!", Under the pretect of lacking "juche", he purged a

number of party leader of party leaders allegedly leaning
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towards Moscow or Peking. They were branded '"modern revision-

ists" if sympathetic with Khrushchev, and denounced "dogmatists"
when friendly to Peking. Both were also critisized "flunkyists!
or '"mational nihilists" if they suspected Kim's radicalism
(rapid industrialization'ahd collestivization of agriculture)

or opposcd his personality cult of Sta in's style.

Though Kim Il-song's "idea of juche" is enshrined as

"immortal'" currently in North Korea, it is ncither founded on

a profound ideological system nor gi;en any crecativity. To
begin with, "juche in ideology! was a mere outcry without any'
philosophical explanation, when it was emphasized to party
cadres for the first time in Deccmber, 1955, Its motivation
was to strengthen his dictatorhsip Stalinist in its basic
character, and pot¢ntially threathened by pro-Soviet or pro-
Chinese group within the party in the milieu of de-Stalinization
drive. Later it came to be regarded as a guideline for thought
reforin on the pattern of revolutionary spirit as taught by

Kim Il-songe. In recent years his "idea of juche' degenerated
to the extent that every individal member of North Korean peo-

ple has to be remoulded in the personal image of Kim Il-song,

the "great" revolutionary Leader.
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Kim Il-song has been making utmost efforts to transform
the North Korean people into a "Socialist nation!" after his own
image. For this purpose he carries out the task of '"revolution-
ization and workingclassization (proletarianization) of the
whole of society" by intcensive ideological revolution. For
the construction of a communist socicty, he said, the korcan
people should occupy the "ideological fortress!" as well as the
"materinlstic-technological fortress". Unless the party have
remoulded all ‘the people by the communist ideoiOgy of "juche
type, it cannot complete the construction of communism.

Recently he pronosed another goal of political task, that is
the "juche-ification" of the whole of socicty; it means the
throughgoing remould of whole North Korcan socicty to mceet the
demand of his M"idca of juchc!.

As afore-mentioned, "independence in politics" wns tacti-
cally propagated to hurl denouncements at anyone of his rivals
within the party, and to pfevent the party from being influcnced
by Soviet Union or mainland China. By this catchword he attem-
pted to consolodiate his leadership of the party and to achicve
more autonomy in the commuist world. Thus, the principle of

"independence in politics" could be characterized as aiming at

© two targets simultaneously---both monolithism internally and
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rolycentrism internationally.

Kim Il-song's principle of "self-sustenance in economy"

as based on his thought that "economic independence 1s the

aterial basis for political independence®. As leader of a

ieveloping communist country, he has laid a particular stress

mon independent national ceonomy for attaining national inde-
rendences. He also used the slogan, "self-sustcnance in economy
s another ideclogical weapon to attack the "dogmatists' or
rcvisionists' within the party who were against his ultra-
talinist ceconomic policy for Sccialist construction. The
catchword was used to defend himsclf from Khr'ush.chev"s or Mao's
ttempt to interfere with North Korean deomestic affairs by
.concmic aids. Acco?ding to Kim Il-song, '"the anti-party
lements within the party and their supportes abroad, rewision-
ists=-great-power chauvinists, lined up as one in cpposition
to our party and --- in an attcmpt to overthrow the leadership
Of our party and government!'.

The policy of "self-defence in national defence" is said
that it is the embodiment of the sprit of self-reliance.
From the rationale of this policy, Kim Il-song has been mobi-

lizing as much material and human resources as possible to

strenghten the "revolutionary democratic basis!"(North Korea).
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"To turn the whole army into a modern army", “to arm the whole

people!, "to fortify the whole country" and "to turn the whole
army into an army of cadres" are four policies of the party's
independent military line, and they have been carried out with
unprecedented efforts. By these policies, North Korea is being
militarized to the maximum extent. The more political and
social regimentation is pushed forward, the more ideological

work is intensified.

(3) Personality cult—--the course taken by the "idea of juche'.

North Korean party propagandists write that the idea of
juche was created for the first time by Kim Il-song in the
revolutionary history of the world. It is also said that his
"idea of Jjuche' and '"revolutionary spirit of self—relianée”
were thoroughly embodided in the program of the Anti-Imperia-
list League organized by Kim Il-song as early as in 192? (aé the
age of fiftcen!) in Chirin, Manchuria. He is now hailed the\:
most, patriotic hero in Korean history, and worshipped as a
"genious of revolution", '"the mest creative Marxist-Leninist
thinker and theorist'". He is also idolized as having verified

his infalibility since teen-ager. The propagandist works for
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the personality cult of Kim Il-song are evermore vigorously
eccelerated not only in Korth Korea, but also at every part of
the world if it is possible.

In implementing his independent party line Kim Il-song has
been going through twists and turns in his relationships with
Moscow and Peking. He, as common ally of Moscow and Peking,
played off one senior comrade against the other and gained in-
creased autonomy together with continued economic-military aids
frorni both sides, In the course of achieving indeﬁendency he has
purged all the "antiparty elemonts!", "factionalists'!", '"counter-
revolutionaries", "opportunists', '"flunkyists!, ™ational nihil-
ists" and etc. Within the party. On the other hand, the two
contending giants, toscow and Peking, have been competing against
each other in their support of North Korea to win over Pyongyang
on their respective sides. In order to manipulate the two
allies for Kim Il-song, however, he needs more power, far
stronger leadership and more personality cult; that is the

corollary of Kim Il-song's '"idea of juche.
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
